The Spider project »emerged« as an idea of the three dancers and choreographers: Matej Kejzar (Slovenia), Michaél
Pomero (France), who met in Brussels (at Rosas) and Antigone Gyra (Greece). The idea of the Spider project developed
from »scratch«, dealing with concepts and principles from »the edge.« How is it possible to build an international interdisci-
plinary structure out of nothing in these days? With a lot of work, a lot of nerve, a lot of dialogue, but with a clear idea: »Let’s

be realistic and demand the Impossible!«

One of the key researchers of social communication of the 20th Century Marshall McLuhan said long ago: »Today, after
more than a century of electric technology, we have extended our central nervous system in a global embrace, abolishing
both space and time as far as our planet is concerned« (in: Understanding Media 1964: p.3). So let us »extend« neurotical
edges of national borders, festival formats, artistic practices and — put them together in the surprising Spider way!

The Spider festival supports transnational mobility of cultural workers and artistic works through various activities. Firstly, it
encourages transnational circulation (and mobility) of artists as well as of artistic and cultural works originating from different
countries and cultures. Secondly, it connects people from various artistic fields and milieus (dancers, choreographers, musi-
cians, writers, sculptors, visual artists) and thus diminishes borders between different artistic professions. Thirdly, it brings
art and culture to the street, to the public sphere; the project opens-up the artistic space and its participatory potential in
order to encourage people to »communicate internationally« and take part in a multimedia artistic creation (as a tool against
social exclusion). The project is structured as an on-going field of artistic development, which »goes beyond« transnational
borders, certain venues and sophisticated artistic circles. The Spider has a special net, a unique inherent structure, which
can be recognised as a model for future connections, marketing communication, international culture production, co-opera-

tion and participation.

There is no single question. There is no single reaction. There are just some
emotions. On the Edge there is a space. A space to Dance. Matej Kejzar cre-
ated a solo, Senser, in 2004, playing with how our senses create the frames
through which we make sense, how ways of seeing structure determine ways
of understanding. The rhythm of appearance and disappearance empha-
sised the question who creates the meaning: the observer or the observed. In
Senser 2010 the same kind of principles are used within the complex »power«
structures, including the ability to control the environment of the external space
and behaviour of others, deriving from Kejzar’s experience as a dancer (in
collaboration with Maja Delak, Anna Teresa de Keersmaeker), a choreographer
(At senses at the Times, Burlesque, ) and a mentor (contemporary technique,
improvisation and composition on P.A.R.T.S., SEAD, SNDO). Kejzar’s move-
ments »on the edge« create basis for interaction and identity transformation.
Between ability and inability, sensibility and unpredictability, there is Space. As
long as we create, our movement is »red.«

Representing younger Slovene dancers and choreographers, Leja JuriSi¢ and
Teja Reba create a duet, addressing the public directly, selecting material that
offers a »facebook« structure of today’s representation format, where there
are no clear borders between visual art, dance and performance.

was possessed by Dionysus and killed her son Pentheas, in Euripides tragedy
»Bacchantes.« The work is focusing on the inner war between maternity and
sexuality of each and every woman from ancient days until today. Kinitiras is
creating its own story, bringing up the social structures that lead women to fulfil
a specific role - either of the mother or the lover. The need of a woman to be
both, leads to a symbolic murder of her children. Basic components of the piece
are the ideas of ecstasis, orgasm and bacchanalia through a contemporary
aesthetic perspective.
